From Jhb:  On N1, take the Pretoria East turnoff and go through Centurion on 
N1.  After Botha Avenue off ramp, turn on to next offramp, R21 O.R. Thambo 
International Airport and proceed in the direction of the airport. 
 

The first off ramp is Nellmapius Drive.  Take this and at the traffic light turn 
left towards Rietvlei Nature Reserve.   
 

From Pretoria on the N1: after Rigel Ave go on to R21 to O.R. Thambo Airport. 
Take the first off ramp - Irene/Rietvlei Nature Reserve.  Turn Left into Nell-
mapius Drive. 
 

FURTHER 
 

At the first traffic light (Engen on the corner) turn right on M57 towards  
Olifantsfontein and Rietvlei Nature Reserve. You are heading towards Jhb parallel 
to the R21 and will continue for 2km.  Go over Sesmylspruit and pass the signs 
for Rietvlei Nature Reserve on your left.   
At Doornkloof(East) sign turn left and follow potholed road less than 100m.  On 
your left there's a white wall with Pheasant Hill BnB no 39. Turn in at the wall 
and follow the tarred road +/- 400m past Pheasant Hill House and up the hill on 
the cement road.  At the top of the hill you will come to a T-junction.  Turn left 
(high wall and house under construction on the corner). 
Follow the road for another 250m until it ends at Tin Soldiers. 
Press the bell and wait for the gate to fully open before driving down.  Go 
straight down the driveway to the parking area.  You will find us working on the 
lawn and in Cape Cottage.
